Theme 1: GHG emission reductions and limits

e |n summary, it is proposed that climate change
mitigation interventions should be informed,
monitored and measured against the following
“plateau and decline” emission reduction results

— Greenhouse gas emissions stop growing (start of
plateau) in 2020-25 at 550 Mt CO,-eq (i.e. ~100 Mt
above current)

— Greenhouse gas emissions begin declining in
absolute terms (end of plateau) in 2030-35

— Long-term greenhouse gas emission level is 300 Mt
CO,-eq by 2050-60

e |In summary, it is proposed that —

— Current energy efficiency and electricity demand-side
management initiatives and interventions must be scaled-up and
reinforced through available regulatory instruments and other
appropriate mechanisms.

— Based on the electricity-crisis response, government’s energy
efficiency policies and strategies must be reviewed and
amended to reflect more ambitious targets that are aligned to the
LTMS.

— Treasury should study a carbon tax in the range modelled by the
LTMS starting at low levels soon and escalating to higher levels
by 2018/ 2020, with sensitivity to higher and lower tax levels, and
report back to Cabinet on its findings.

e |In summary, it is proposed that —

— The renewable energy sector is identified as a key “business
unusual” growth sector and policies and measures are put in
place to meet a more ambitious target for renewable energy of
27% by 2030 and 50% of electricity generated by 2050.

— The transport sector is identified as another key “business
unusual” growth sector and policies and measures are put in
place to meet ambitious targets for the reduction of GHG
emissions from this sector.

— In committing to a GHG emission reduction target, government
must also commit to a low-carbon economy and society and all
policy and other decisions that may have an impact on South
Africa’s GHG emission reduction targets must take this
commitment into regard.

— Affected government departments will ensure
that climate change adaptation in their sectors
will be addressed as departmental key
performance areas.
